HOW TO LAUNCH THEECI? :

Step 1

Create a citizens’ committee from at least 7 Member States & send
the proposal and legal basis to the European Commission

Step 2

The Commission has 2 months to decide whether to register
the initiative

Step 3

The organisers have up to 6 months to decide on the launch date
for signature collection; 12 months to collect 1 million signatures
on paper or online in at least 7 Member States

Step 4

If the 1 million signatures are collected, Member States
concerned have to verify the statements of support

Step 5

The Commission meets with the organisers and has 6 months to
decide which follow-up it will give to the ECI. During these 6
months, there is both a public hearing and a debate in the

Make Copyright Right Again!

Current legislation bans the sharing of files containing works and other
material subject to copyright, related rights, and sui generis database
rights and seriously curtails the freedom of access to science and
culture enshrined in Article 27(1) of the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights.

This initiative calls for citizens to be allowed to share files directly via
peer-to-peer networks. EU legislation enabling this would be perfectly
compatible with international law if rightsholders were given fair
compensation.
